The U.S. government began collecting census data in
1790, and has done so every 10 years since that date..

Census records are available through the National
Archives and the National Archives regional branches. You
can also find census records at many libraries, including the
Family History Library of the Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter-day Saints. However, to find your ancestors in these
census records, you'll need to use an index.

Soundex indexes are available, with some exceptions, for
the years 1880 to 1920. You can find indexes at many of
the same places where you find census records.
