CORNER

Do you know the dif-
ference between a file
upload and download?
Do you know what a .
zip file is?

An upload is the re-
verse of a download --
it's a file you transfer
from your computer to
another computer
Generally you will
need to use an FTP
(File Transfer Pro-
gram) to send a file to
another computer.

The .zip indicates that
the file was archived
with the PKZip ar-
chiver. A file archiver
is a program that col-
lects all of the bits and
pieces of a specific
program and smooshes
them into one easily-
downloaded file.

Any time you down-
load a file you run the
chance of infecting
your computer with a
virus. To avoid cor-
rupting your computer
and potentially losing
all of your data, be
sure to have a virus
detection program on
your computer!
